THE THREE DAYS or the PASCHAL TRIDUUM 
 

At St. John’s, we observe the Paschal Triduum—Maundy Thursday, Good Friday, and the Vigil of 
Easter—as one single, unfolding liturgy spread over three days. 
 
The structure of these three days tells one continuous story: 

●​ On Maundy Thursday, we remember the night Jesus gave a new commandment—to love one 
another as he has loved us. “Maundy” comes from the Latin, mandatum, which means 
commandment. We gather around the table, share the Lord’s Supper, and follow his example of 
humble service. As we enter these most holy days, we also have an extended Confession and 
Forgiveness with an option for individual absolution through the Laying On of Hands. The service 
concludes with the Stripping of the Altar, once for practical reasons, now celebrated as a symbol of 
Jesus being stripped bare before his execution.  

●​ On Good Friday, we enter into the deep sorrow of the cross, hearing the Passion story and 
praying for the whole world as Christ lays down his life. At no other time in the church year is the 
stark reality of the cross, an instrument of torture and death, as apparant as it is on Good Friday.  

●​ On Holy Saturday, we keep watch through the Great Vigil of Easter, the night when light 
returns, promises are fulfilled, and we proclaim that Christ is risen. This is the holiest night of the 
Christian year. The Vigil begins outside in darkness as we kindle the new fire and hear the ancient 
stories of God’s saving acts. We move from silence to song, from darkness to light, from death to 
resurrection. In this service of Word, Water, and Meal, we proclaim: Christ is risen! He is risen 
indeed! Alleluia! 
 

You’ll notice that there is no benediction or dismissal on Thursday or Friday—because the worship never 
really ends. Each service flows into the next, drawing us deeper into the mystery of Jesus’ death and 
resurrection. This is why we use one combined bulletin for all three liturgies—a physical sign that The 
Three Days are one unified act of worship. 
 
In celebrating these sacred days as one story, we remember that God’s love accompanies us through grief 
and joy, death and life. This is the journey of faith—and it leads us to Easter morning, where the tomb is 
empty and hope is alive.

People of St. John’s: 
 
“This is the night…” we’ll say again, joyfully and expectantly, by candlelight as 
the Vigil begins. We’ll bless a new paschal candle to be lit during the season of 
Easter, but also at funerals and baptisms.  
 
Before this great night, a new commandment is given, bread is broken, the altar 
is stripped, and sorrow and grief linger. A wooden cross is carried. A tomb is 
sealed.  
 
We don’t skip the hard things.  
 
These are The Three Days—Maundy Thursday, Good Friday, and the Great Vigil 
of Easter. One sweeping story told over time, echoing the very essence of our faith. 
We all know the story, but we can never grow weary of experiencing it anew.  
 
The Three Days root us in the ancient Church, in a story bigger than ourselves, and 
remind us that Christ’s death and resurrection are not locked in the past, but claim 
us here and now—drawing together what was, what is, and what is to come. 
 
Come walk with us through the dark. Come rise with us into the light. Come and 
see what the Lord will do these Three Days.

As a called and ordained minister of the church of Christ, and by his authority, I therefore declare to 
you the entire forgiveness of all your sins, in the name of the Father, and of the ☩ Son, and of the Holy 
Spirit. Amen. 
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LAYING ON OF HANDS 
The assembly is seated. You are invited to come forward to receive the 
laying on of hands and to hear words of individual absolution: 
 
“In obedience to the command of our Lord Jesus Christ, I forgive 
you all your sins. Amen.” 
 
The laying on of hands is an ancient sign of blessing and commissioning, 
practiced by the apostles to set people apart for the work of the church. In 
Lent, we are reminded both of our sin and our deep need to return to the 
Lord. But tonight, we also remember the greater truth: that God meets our 
repentance with mercy, and forgives us fully in love.

11 For 
he knew who was to betray him; for this reason he said, “Not all of you are clean.”12 After he had washed 
their feet, had put on his robe, and had reclined again, he said to them, “Do you know what I have done to 
you? 13 You call me Teacher and Lord, and you are right, for that is what I am. 14 So if I, your Lord and 
Teacher, have washed your feet, you also ought to wash one another’s feet. 15 For I have set you an 
example, that you also should do as I have done to you. 16 Very truly, I tell you, slaves are not greater than 
their master, nor are messengers greater than the one who sent them. 17 If you know these things, you are 
blessed if you do them.” 31b “Now the Son of Man has been glorified, and God has been glorified in him. 
32 If God has been glorified in him, God will also glorify him in himself and will glorify him at once. 
33 Little children, I am with you only a little longer. You will look for me, and as I said to the Jews so now 
I say to you, ‘Where I am going, you cannot come.’ 34 I give you a new commandment, that you love one 
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another. Just as I have loved you, you also should love one another. 35 By this everyone will know that you 
are my disciples, if you have love for one another.”

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GOSPEL: JOHN 18:1—19:42​
The holy gospel according to John. Glory to you, O Lord. 

1 [Jesus] went out with his disciples across the Kidron Valley to a place where there was a garden, which he 
and his disciples entered.2 Now Judas, who betrayed him, also knew the place because Jesus often met there 
with his disciples. 3 So Judas brought a detachment of soldiers together with police from the chief priests 
and the Pharisees, and they came there with lanterns and torches and weapons. 4 Then Jesus, knowing all 
that was to happen to him, came forward and asked them, “Whom are you looking for?” 5 They answered, 
“Jesus of Nazareth.” Jesus replied, “I am he.” Judas, who betrayed him, was standing with them. 6 When 
Jesus said to them, “I am he,” they stepped back and fell to the ground. 7 Again he asked them, “Whom are 
you looking for?” And they said, “Jesus of Nazareth.” 8 Jesus answered, “I told you that I am he. So if you 
are looking for me, let these people go.” 9 This was to fulfill the word that he had spoken, “I did not lose a 
single one of those whom you gave me.” 10 Then Simon Peter, who had a sword, drew it, struck the high 
priest’s slave, and cut off his right ear. The slave’s name was Malchus. 11 Jesus said to Peter, “Put your sword 
back into its sheath. Am I not to drink the cup that the Father has given me?”​
   12 So the soldiers, their officer, and the Jewish police arrested Jesus and bound him. 13 First they took 
him to Annas, who was the father-in-law of Caiaphas, the high priest that year. 14 Caiaphas was the one 
who had advised the Jews that it was better to have one person die for the people.​
   15 Simon Peter and another disciple followed Jesus. Since that disciple was known to the high priest, he 
went with Jesus into the courtyard of the high priest, 16 but Peter was standing outside at the gate. So the 
other disciple, who was known to the high priest, went out, spoke to the woman who guarded the gate, 
and brought Peter in. 17 The woman said to Peter, “You are not also one of this man’s disciples, are you?” 
He said, “I am not.” 18 Now the slaves and the police had made a charcoal fire because it was cold, and they 
were standing around it and warming themselves. Peter also was standing with them and warming 
himself.​
   19 Then the high priest questioned Jesus about his disciples and about his teaching. 20 Jesus answered, “I 
have spoken openly to the world; I have always taught in synagogues and in the temple, where all the Jews 
come together. I have said nothing in secret. 21 Why do you ask me? Ask those who heard what I said to 
them; they know what I said.” 22 When he had said this, one of the police standing nearby struck Jesus on 
the face, saying, “Is that how you answer the high priest?” 23 Jesus answered, “If I have spoken wrongly, 
testify to the wrong. But if I have spoken rightly, why do you strike me?” 24 Then Annas sent him bound 
to Caiaphas the high priest.​
   25 Now Simon Peter was standing and warming himself. They asked him, “You are not also one of his 
disciples, are you?” He denied it and said, “I am not.” 26 One of the slaves of the high priest, a relative of the 
man whose ear Peter had cut off, asked, “Did I not see you in the garden with him?” 27 Again Peter denied 
it, and at that moment the cock crowed.​
   28 Then they took Jesus from Caiaphas to Pilate’s headquarters. It was early in the morning. They 
themselves did not enter the headquarters, so as to avoid ritual defilement and to be able to eat the 
Passover. 29 So Pilate went out to them and said, “What accusation do you bring against this man?” 30 They 
answered, “If this man were not a criminal, we would not have handed him over to you.” 31 Pilate said to 
them, “Take him yourselves and judge him according to your law.” The Jews replied, “We are not 
permitted to put anyone to death.” 32 (This was to fulfill what Jesus had said when he indicated the kind of 
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death he was to die.)​
   33 Then Pilate entered the headquarters again, summoned Jesus, and asked him, “Are you the King of 
the Jews?” 34 Jesus answered, “Do you ask this on your own, or did others tell you about me?” 35 Pilate 
replied, “I am not a Jew, am I? Your own nation and the chief priests have handed you over to me. What 
have you done?” 36 Jesus answered, “My kingdom does not belong to this world. If my kingdom belonged 
to this world, my followers would be fighting to keep me from being handed over to the Jews. But as it is, 
my kingdom is not from here.” 37 Pilate asked him, “So you are a king?” Jesus answered, “You say that I am 
a king. For this I was born, and for this I came into the world, to testify to the truth. Everyone who 
belongs to the truth listens to my voice.” 38 Pilate asked him, “What is truth?”​
   After he had said this, he went out to the Jews again and told them, “I find no case against him. 39 But 
you have a custom that I release someone for you at the Passover. Do you want me to release for you the 
King of the Jews?” 40 They shouted in reply, “Not this man but Barabbas!” Now Barabbas was a rebel.​
   19:1 Then Pilate took Jesus and had him flogged. 2 And the soldiers wove a crown of thorns and put it on 
his head, and they dressed him in a purple robe. 3 They kept coming up to him, saying, “Hail, King of the 
Jews!” and striking him on the face. 4 Pilate went out again and said to them, “Look, I am bringing him 
out to you to let you know that I find no case against him.” 5 So Jesus came out wearing the crown of 
thorns and the purple robe. Pilate said to them, “Behold the man!” 6 When the chief priests and the police 
saw him, they shouted, “Crucify him! Crucify him!” Pilate said to them, “Take him yourselves and crucify 
him; I find no case against him.” 7 The Jews answered him, “We have a law, and according to that law he 
ought to die because he has claimed to be the Son of God.”​
   8 Now when Pilate heard this, he was more afraid than ever. 9 He entered his headquarters again and 
asked Jesus, “Where are you from?” But Jesus gave him no answer. 10 Pilate therefore said to him, “Do you 
refuse to speak to me? Do you not know that I have power to release you and power to crucify you?” 
11 Jesus answered him, “You would have no power over me unless it had been given you from above; 
therefore the one who handed me over to you is guilty of a greater sin.” 12 From then on Pilate tried to 
release him, but the Jews cried out, “If you release this man, you are no friend of Caesar. Everyone who 
claims to be a king sets himself against Caesar.”​
   13 When Pilate heard these words, he brought Jesus outside and sat on the judge’s bench at a place 
called The Stone Pavement, or in Hebrew Gabbatha. 14 Now it was the day of Preparation for the Passover, 
and it was about noon. He said to the Jews, “Here is your King!” 15 They cried out, “Away with him! 
Away with him! Crucify him!” Pilate asked them, “Shall I crucify your King?” The chief priests answered, 
“We have no king but Caesar.” 16 Then he handed him over to them to be crucified.​
   So they took Jesus, 17 and carrying the cross by himself he went out to what is called the Place of the 
Skull, which in Hebrew is called Golgotha. 18 There they crucified him and with him two others, one on 
either side, with Jesus between them. 19 Pilate also had an inscription written and put on the cross. It read, 
“Jesus of Nazareth, the King of the Jews.” 20 Many of the Jews read this inscription because the place where 
Jesus was crucified was near the city, and it was written in Hebrew, in Latin, and in Greek. 21 Then the 
chief priests of the Jews said to Pilate, “Do not write, ‘The King of the Jews,’ but, ‘This man said, I am 
King of the Jews.’ ” 22 Pilate answered, “What I have written I have written.” 23 When the soldiers had 
crucified Jesus, they took his clothes and divided them into four parts, one for each soldier. They also took 
his tunic; now the tunic was seamless, woven in one piece from the top. 24 So they said to one another, 
“Let us not tear it but cast lots for it to see who will get it.” This was to fulfill what the scripture says,​
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  “They divided my clothes among themselves,​
   and for my clothing they cast lots.”​
 25 And that is what the soldiers did.​
   Meanwhile, standing near the cross of Jesus were his mother, and his mother’s sister, Mary the wife of 
Clopas, and Mary Magdalene. 26 When Jesus saw his mother and the disciple whom he loved standing 
beside her, he said to his mother, “Woman, here is your son.” 27 Then he said to the disciple, “Here is your 
mother.” And from that hour the disciple took her into his own home.​
   28 After this, when Jesus knew that all was now finished, he said (in order to fulfill the scripture), “I am 
thirsty.” 29 A jar full of sour wine was standing there. So they put a sponge full of the wine on a branch of 
hyssop and held it to his mouth. 30 When Jesus had received the wine, he said, “It is finished.” Then he 
bowed his head and gave up his spirit.​
   31 Since it was the day of Preparation, the Jews did not want the bodies left on the cross during the 
Sabbath, especially because that Sabbath was a day of great solemnity. So they asked Pilate to have the legs 
of the crucified men broken and the bodies removed. 32 Then the soldiers came and broke the legs of the 
first and of the other who had been crucified with him. 33 But when they came to Jesus and saw that he was 
already dead, they did not break his legs. 34 Instead, one of the soldiers pierced his side with a spear, and at 
once blood and water came out. 35 (He who saw this has testified so that you also may continue to believe. 
His testimony is true, and he knows that he tells the truth.) 36 These things occurred so that the scripture 
might be fulfilled, “None of his bones shall be broken.” 37 And again another passage of scripture says, 
“They will look on the one whom they have pierced.”​
   38 After these things, Joseph of Arimathea, who was a disciple of Jesus, though a secret one because of 
his fear of the Jews, asked Pilate to let him take away the body of Jesus. Pilate gave him permission, so he 
came and removed his body. 39 Nicodemus, who had at first come to Jesus by night, also came, bringing a 
mixture of myrrh and aloes, weighing about a hundred pounds. 40 They took the body of Jesus and 
wrapped it with the spices in linen cloths, according to the burial custom of the Jews. 41 Now there was a 
garden in the place where he was crucified, and in the garden there was a new tomb in which no one had 
ever been laid. 42 And so, because it was the Jewish day of Preparation and the tomb was nearby, they laid 
Jesus there.

A reading from Exodus. 
 
10As Pharaoh drew near, the Israelites looked back, and there were the Egyptians advancing on them. In 
great fear the Israelites cried out to the LORD. 11They said to Moses, "Was it because there were no graves 
in Egypt that you have taken us away to die in the wilderness? What have you done to us, bringing us out 
of Egypt? 12Is this not the very thing we told you in Egypt, 'Let us alone and let us serve the Egyptians'? 
For it would have been better for us to serve the Egyptians than to die in the wilderness." 13But Moses said 
to the people, "Do not be afraid, stand firm, and see the deliverance that the LORD will accomplish for 
you today; for the Egyptians whom you see today you shall never see again. 14The LORD will fight for 
you, and you have only to keep still." 
15Then the LORD said to Moses, "Why do you cry out to me? Tell the Israelites to go forward. 16But you 
lift up your staff, and stretch out your hand over the sea and divide it, that the Israelites may go into the sea 
on dry ground. 17Then I will harden the hearts of the Egyptians so that they will go in after them; and so I 
will gain glory for myself over Pharaoh and all his army, his chariots, and his chariot drivers. 18And the 
Egyptians shall know that I am the LORD, when I have gained glory for myself over Pharaoh, his chariots, 
and his chariot drivers." 
19The angel of God who was going before the Israelite army moved and went behind them; and the pillar 
of cloud moved from in front of them and took its place behind them. 20It came between the army of 
Egypt and the army of Israel. And so the cloud was there with the darkness, and it lit up the night; one did 
not come near the other all night. 
21Then Moses stretched out his hand over the sea. The LORD drove the sea back by a strong east wind all 
night, and turned the sea into dry land; and the waters were divided. 22The Israelites went into the sea on 
dry ground, the waters forming a wall for them on their right and on their left. 23The Egyptians pursued, 
and went into the sea after them, all of Pharaoh's horses, chariots, and chariot drivers. 24At the morning 
watch the LORD in the pillar of fire and cloud looked down upon the Egyptian army, and threw the 
Egyptian army into panic. 25He clogged their chariot wheels so that they turned with difficulty. The 
Egyptians said, "Let us flee from the Israelites, for the LORD is fighting for them against Egypt." 
26Then the LORD said to Moses, "Stretch out your hand over the sea, so that the water may come back 
upon the Egyptians, upon their chariots and chariot drivers." 27So Moses stretched out his hand over the 
sea, and at dawn the sea returned to its normal depth.

A reading from Ezekiel. 
 
1The hand of the LORD came upon me, and he brought me out by the spirit of the LORD and set me 
down in the middle of a valley; it was full of bones. 2He led me all around them; there were very many 
lying in the valley, and they were very dry. 3He said to me, "Mortal, can these bones live?" I answered, "O 
Lord GOD, you know." 4Then he said to me, "Prophesy to these bones, and say to them: O dry bones, 
hear the word of the LORD. 5Thus says the Lord GOD to these bones: I will cause breath to enter you, 
and you shall live. 6I will lay sinews on you, and will cause flesh to come upon you, and cover you with 
skin, and put breath in you, and you shall live; and you shall know that I am the LORD." 
7So I prophesied as I had been commanded; and as I prophesied, suddenly there was a noise, a rattling, and 
the bones came together, bone to its bone. 8I looked, and there were sinews on them, and flesh had come 
upon them, and skin had covered them; but there was no breath in them. 9Then he said to me, "Prophesy 
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to the breath, prophesy, mortal, and say to the breath: Thus says the Lord GOD: Come from the four 
winds, O breath, and breathe upon these slain, that they may live." 10I prophesied as he commanded me, 
and the breath came into them, and they lived, and stood on their feet, a vast multitude. 
11Then he said to me, "Mortal, these bones are the whole house of Israel. They say, 'Our bones are dried 
up, and our hope is lost; we are cut off completely.' 12Therefore prophesy, and say to them, Thus says the 
Lord GOD: I am going to open your graves, and bring you up from your graves, O my people; and I will 
bring you back to the land of Israel. 13And you shall know that I am the LORD, when I open your graves, 
and bring you up from your graves, O my people.

FIERY FURNACE READING: DANIEL 3:1-29 
A reading from Daniel. 
 
1King Nebuchadnezzar made a golden statue whose height was sixty cubits and whose width was six 
cubits; he set it up on the plain of Dura in the province of Babylon. 2Then King Nebuchadnezzar sent for 
the satraps, the prefects, and the governors, the counselors, the treasurers, the justices, the magistrates, and 
all the officials of the provinces, to assemble and come to the dedication of the statue that King 
Nebuchadnezzar had set up. 3So the satraps, the prefects, and the governors, the counselors, the treasurers, 
the justices, the magistrates, and all the officials of the provinces, assembled for the dedication of the statue 
that King Nebuchadnezzar had set up. When they were standing before the statue that Nebuchadnezzar 
had set up, 4the herald proclaimed aloud, "You are commanded, O peoples, nations, and languages, 5that 
when you hear the sound of the horn, pipe, lyre, trigon, harp, drum, and entire musical ensemble, you are 
to fall down and worship the golden statue that King Nebuchadnezzar has set up. 6Whoever does not fall 
down and worship shall immediately be thrown into a furnace of blazing fire." 7Therefore, as soon as all 
the peoples heard the sound of the horn, pipe, lyre, trigon, harp, drum, and entire musical ensemble, all the 
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peoples, nations, and languages fell down and worshiped the golden statue that King Nebuchadnezzar had 
set up.​
 8Accordingly, at this time certain Chaldeans came forward and denounced the Jews. 9They said to King 
Nebuchadnezzar, "O king, live forever! 10You, O king, have made a decree, that everyone who hears the 
sound of the horn, pipe, lyre, trigon, harp, drum, and entire musical ensemble, shall fall down and worship 
the golden statue, 11and whoever does not fall down and worship shall be thrown into a furnace of blazing 
fire. 12There are certain Jews whom you have appointed over the affairs of the province of Babylon: 
Shadrach, Meshach, and Abednego. These pay no heed to you, O king. They do not serve your gods and 
they do not worship the golden statue that you have set up."​
 13Then Nebuchadnezzar in furious rage commanded that Shadrach, Meshach, and Abednego be brought 
in; so they brought those men before the king. 14Nebuchadnezzar said to them, "Is it true, O Shadrach, 
Meshach, and Abednego, that you do not serve my gods and you do not worship the golden statue that I 
have set up? 15Now if you are ready when you hear the sound of the horn, pipe, lyre, trigon, harp, drum, 
and entire musical ensemble to fall down and worship the statue that I have made, well and good. But if 
you do not worship, you shall immediately be thrown into a furnace of blazing fire, and who is the god 
that will deliver you out of my hands?"​
 16Shadrach, Meshach, and Abednego answered the king, "O Nebuchadnezzar, we have no need to present 
a defense to you in this matter. 17If our God whom we serve is able to deliver us from the furnace of 
blazing fire and out of your hand, O king, let him deliver us. 18But if not, be it known to you, O king, that 
we will not serve your gods and we will not worship the golden statue that you have set up."​
 19Then Nebuchadnezzar was so filled with rage against Shadrach, Meshach, and Abednego that his face 
was distorted. He ordered the furnace heated up seven times more than was customary, 20and ordered some 
of the strongest guards in his army to bind Shadrach, Meshach, and Abednego and to throw them into the 
furnace of blazing fire. 21So the men were bound, still wearing their tunics, their trousers, their hats, and 
their other garments, and they were thrown into the furnace of blazing fire. 22Because the king's command 
was urgent and the furnace was so overheated, the raging flames killed the men who lifted Shadrach, 
Meshach, and Abednego. 23But the three men, Shadrach, Meshach, and Abednego, fell down, bound, into 
the furnace of blazing fire.​
 24Then King Nebuchadnezzar was astonished and rose up quickly. He said to his counselors, "Was it not 
three men that we threw bound into the fire?" They answered the king, "True, O king." 25He replied, 
"But I see four men unbound, walking in the middle of the fire, and they are not hurt; and the fourth has 
the appearance of a god." 26Nebuchadnezzar then approached the door of the furnace of blazing fire and 
said, "Shadrach, Meshach, and Abednego, servants of the Most High God, come out! Come here!" So 
Shadrach, Meshach, and Abednego came out from the fire. 27And the satraps, the prefects, the governors, 
and the king's counselors gathered together and saw that the fire had not had any power over the bodies of 
those men; the hair of their heads was not singed, their tunics were not harmed, and not even the smell of 
fire came from them. 28Nebuchadnezzar said, "Blessed be the God of Shadrach, Meshach, and Abednego, 
who has sent his angel and delivered his servants who trusted in him. They disobeyed the king's command 
and yielded up their bodies rather than serve and worship any god except their own God. 29Therefore I 
make a decree: Any people, nation, or language that utters blasphemy against the God of Shadrach, 
Meshach, and Abednego shall be torn limb from limb, and their houses laid in ruins; for there is no other 
god who is able to deliver in this way.
